DROP-OFF & PICK-UP PROCEDURES

The safety of our dancers as they enter and exit the building is a priority for our staff. Your compliance
with these procedures will ensure that students do not run into the parking lot unattended.

STUDENTS AGED KINDERGARTEN & YOUNGER

* Please enter the parking lot from the entrance closest to Kroger (near Echo Lane) and exit at the end
closest to the Chase Bank drive-thru (Mustang Lane).
+ Dancers should always wear street shoes outside! Teachers will assist with shoe changes if necessary.
e Parents are to park and escort dancers to the front door.
o Classes will dismiss promptly at their assigned time. We ask that you please come inside the office to
pick up your dancer. For their safety, no child under the age of 2nd Grade will be allowed through the

front doorway without an adult.

e Our entryway is narrow! Please do not crowd the front door and do not bring strollers inside the

office.

o Dancers are welcome to use the restrooms or change into their dancewear in the restrooms before

class.

e Please communicate these procedures to any adult who may be responsible for picking up your

dancer throughout the year.
